Lack of a drop kerbs on both Sherbourne Drive and Barker Close. The connection between
Longhedge and Old Sarum was completed a number of years ago however the drop kerb has
never been installed. The drop kerb is required to assist those with prams carrying children,
those in wheelchairs as well as those travelling by bicycle using a gentle slope. Due to the lack
of a drop kerb those wishing to use the connection between the estates have to bump prams,
wheelchairs and cycles up the kerb on both ends which is not satisfactory and does not fulfill the
requirements for those with disabilities. This also includes the lack of a dropped kerb on Palmer Way.
